Fyn-ertjie, skaapertjie

Habitat:

Prefers sandy river banks, but will grow in most disturbed areas. More common where protected from grazing.

Plant description
Mat-forming, short-lived perennial legume with pinnate leaves, small pink to lilac flowers and almost circular, flat brown pods. Salt-tolerant pioneer, palatable to sheep and wildlife.

Seed description:
The fruit is a yellow-brown papery pod, 20 - 25 mm x 7 - 11mm.  The seeds are round, olive-green and resemble peas. Seeds have long dormancy and do not all germinate in the same year.

Viable seeds per kg:
144,800

Sowing density: 6 kg/ha

When & how to sow:
spring to autumn. We supply seeds husked and ready to sow. In old lands sow seed on freshly-turned soil. In veld sow in hap-ploeg or hand-dug pits. 
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Pods and seeds Scale for pods = 1 cm
